District Governor John Hall, pictured at left with his wife Maureen, was 
introduced by Assistant District Governor Bob McGlynn.  John joined Rotary 
when he was asked to visit a Rotary club in Davenport, Iowa and he reminds 
us to ask our friends and associates.  Maureen will be President of Fairport 
Rotary next year.  We are honored to have this wonderful couple visit us. 
 
John says that Rotary is magic.  Rotary shares because Rotary cares.  The 
focus this year is on water, health and hunger, literacy, and the family of 
Rotary, supporting international exchange, vocational work, youth and a drive 
to seek quality Rotary members who want to be Rotarians and not just 
members of a Rotary club. 
 
When Rotary began working to eradicate polio in 1985, there were 360,000 

cases per year.  Through July of 2007, there have been 337 cases of polio worldwide.  This decline is due 
in part to the $650 million contributed by Rotary since 1985, with District 7120 raising $500,000 last year.  
To collect coins to eradicate this disease, there will be a jug at each club with the logo, “Goodbye Polio, 
Thank You Rotary”. 
 
The District 7120 Conference will be held at the Sheraton on the Falls, from April 25 to 27, including a golf 
outing and many other events.  Please save the date.
